DONT SEARCH ~ USE THE ADDRESS !

A few people have been having difficulty logging on to our web site. If you are one of those
people, the following brief explanation may be of help.

Simply use the address bar on your browser. That is, the uppermost long white box just
below the words “File.. Edit.. View” etc.
Type in “www.lewesartisans.com” and either press “go” to the right of it or hit the return key on the
keyboard, (Alternatively press “FILE", then “OPEN" type in the address and hit “return” or “enter”)

As you know the address (or “url’) of Lewes Artisans namely: www.lewesartisans.com, then
you do not need to use any kind of search engine to find the site , It may be that a search engine
(like YAHOO) is set up as your home page. In which case, do not type in “www.lewesartisans.com”
into the search box. It probably will not find our site.

A word about searching on the internet:
As Lewes Artisans is a relatively new site, so some of the search engines have not found it yet.
Some, like Yahoo or Lycos, may take up to a year before they do . You can find Lewes Artisans by
searching on the words “Lewes Artisans” (not the address!) using www.google.com and
www.alltheweb.com amongst a few others,

These search engines are far better and quicker at finding things than most, and would |
suggest you use them anyway.
